Most of us rush through our own diets so itõs 

easy to pass over the nutritional requirements for our dogs.   

Weõre here to tell you itõs not that hard to read a food  

label! All you have to do is look at the first couple  

Ingredients  listed to determine the quality of the kibble.   

 

Here is what to look for - 

 
¶ The first ingredient listed on a healthy dog kibble  

Is the protein content.  The f ood should list a whole meat , e.g.,  

Chicken, Fish , but not a meat BY -PRODUCT.  Please, Twitter or  

Google meat by -product to understand the concern.  If you see  

Ground Yellow Corn, Poultry By -Product and Corn Gluten Meal in  

 the first  few ingredients under the label, consider switching to a  

 healthier kibble immediately!!  

¶ Another great ingredient would be healthy  

grains like oatmeal and barley , which are100% better then   

corn! Corn is a cheap  filler and a lot of dogs  

have allergic r eactions with corn in the food.  We have  

personally  witnessed the improvement in the coats of our  

rescued dogs when placed on a better food after months  

In our rescue program.   

¶ Look for food with healthy additions like freeze  

dried fruits and vegetables.   

 

Where do you get this healthy food from?
